FINANCE:

Payroll presented totaled $18,037.21. Mike Bruner moved to accept payroll as presented, Skip Grigas seconded. Roll call taken Jacob Wagner-absent, Mike Bruner-aye, Andy Cotter-aye, Jeremy Bauer-aye, Skip Grigas-aye, and Gayle Landeck-aye. All in favor; Motion Carried.


Mike Bruner added: 
· The Regular Sales Tax from September is in at $38,767.83. 
· The 1% Non-Home Rule Sales Tax is in from September at $15,379.47.
· The Telecom Tax is in from September in the amount of $1,150.46.
· The Local Share of Income Tax collected in September is at $13,949.27.
· The Local Share of the State Use Tax is in from September in the amount of $5,126.09.
· The Local Share of Cannabis Use Tax collected in November is in at $186.15.
